One will be in the cafeteria and the other will be near the main office.  Parents, family and friends can all help you save.  Simply send out an email that you are saving pouches.  Any help you can get only helps out your child’s school.
How to save at school:   Instead of your child throwing away his/her drink pouch, simply have them toss it in the box instead.  Class parties would be an excellent place to save even more pouches!  They can simply be thrown into a plastic bag and delivered to the Drink Pouch Brigade box near the office.
How to save at home:  You can get a gallon size Ziploc baggie and clip it to your refrigerator.  Then when your child is done with her drink, simply throw the pouch into the Ziploc baggie.  When it is full, send the baggie up to school and drop in the office box.
Please do NOT send in juice boxes.  This program only accepts drink pouches.  You do not have to wash out the pouches.  You can help me by storing them in Ziploc baggies to help contain any juice that remains.  Plastic bags would be a good storage place too.
